· Karyn Beauchamp – Director of Clinic & Health Services (5:05 – 5:15)  
We’re still seeing a lot of students with flu, common cold, trending down with Covid, 27 active cases currently in IISD.  Doing well with all but continue to remind students/staff to wear masks, wash hands, social distance. Numbers in high school are not climbing even though they’re not wearing masks as much. Nurses can test for COVID, 231 students tested for covid with permission by parents. Covid Clinics are coming Nov. 18 and Dec. 9th for ages 5 – 11.  Dallas County Health & Parkland are partnering with Gene IQ Labs to manage the clinic for administering covid shots.  Another clinic is planned for January and February.
· Olga Rosenberger – Director of Food & Nutrition Services (5:15 – 5:25) 
Food Services is still experiencing supply chain difficulties.  They’re not able to get everything that is needed on the menus and substitutions are often sent.  Doing the best they can to provide hot meals for students every day. They are also still experiencing staffing shortages – if you know anyone interested contact Olga.  Currently celebrating National School Lunch Week with celebrations and prizes for kids.  Also participated in iRun Irving Fun Run/Walk and Go Irving.  Staff has already started menu planning for next year and hope next year will be closer to normal.  Olga also explained that USDA calorie requirements are currently hard to meet with breakfast due to product availability and offering food students will eat.
· Sofia Galvan – Director of At Risk/Responsive Services (5:25 – 5:35)
This has not been an easy year.  Students are suffering with mental health issues due to issues brought on by isolation from COVID.  Outcries, reports of self-harm and suicide attempts have dramatically increased.  They will soon be training counselors and administrators to form official Campus Threat Assessment Teams that will allow them to track incidents through a portal.  More LPCs are needed for the district.  A Mental Health Awareness session, offered by the Irving Police Department, is planned for parents on November 30th at Bowie Middle School at 6pm.
